ANOINTING OF THE SICK 
When the Church changes the theological meaning &  pur-
pose of a sacrament, it issues an Apostolic Constitution. 
On November  30, 1972 Pope Paul VI  issued The Apostolic 
Constitution for  the Anointing &  Care of the Sick.  In it he 
states, “ “ Extreme Unction”  which may also &  more fit-
tingly be called “ anointing of the sick” , is not a sacrament  
for  those only who are at the point of death.  Hence, as 
soon as any one of the faithful begins to be in danger  of 
death from sickness or  old age, the appropr iate time to 
receive this sacrament has cer tainly already ar -
r ived.”  (Vatican Council I I , constitution Sacrosanctum 
Concilium 73: AAS 56(1964) 118-119). 
What is interesting in the Rite of Anointing &  Pastoral 
care of the Sick is the place that Viaticum (Holy Commun-
ion) has. “ I f death is near  &  there is not enough time to 
administer  the 3 sacraments [Reconciliation, Anointing, 
Holy Communion], the sick person should do a gener ic 
confession.  Then, one should be given Viaticum immedi-
ately, since all the faithful are bound by precept to receive 
this sacrament if they are in danger  of death.  Afterwards, 
if there is sufficient time, the sick person is to be 
anointed.”   So for  someone to receive this “ [All baptized 
Chr istians who can receive communion are bound to re-
ceive Viaticum] last r ite”  (though this term never appears 
in the documents) they have to be conscious &  able to 
swallow. I f they are neither , then they cannot receive this 
last r ite.   
Another  point is, “ When a pr iest has been called to attend 
a person who is already dead, he should pray for  the dead 
person, asking that God forgive their  sins &  graciously 
receive the deceased into His kingdom.  The pr iest is NOT 
to administer  the sacrament of the anointing.”  
In conclusion, the Sacrament of the Sick should be re-
quested before a person is dying (not dead). In celebrating 
the sacrament, I  usually give absolution, anoint &  offer  
Holy Communion.  The sacrament places a heavy empha-
sis on the reception of Viaticum but again a person must 
be conscious &  able to swallow the host. Remember  our 
annual communal celebration of the Anointing of the Sick, 
Saturday October  3 at 11 AM followed by a lunch in Car-
ges Hall.  Please plan on coming; perhaps call &  offer  to 
br ing someone who has been ill or  homebound.  Fr . Leo

BUILDING PEACE WITH JUSTICE 
   The readings today provide vivid images of God’s 
desire to sustain us. Wisdom spreads her table with a 
feast, and Jesus speaks of Himself as the “living 
bread.” The Second Vatican Council proclaimed that 
the Eucharistic sacrifice is “the source and summit of 
Christian life.” Yet Pope John Paul II cautioned that

   Those in need include the nearly 16,000 children who 
die from hunger-related causes every day—one child 
every five seconds. Many of them are so weakened by 
chronic under-nutrition that they fall prey to the variety 
of diseases that are prevalent in poverty-stricken com-
munities. Most hungry people have some food, just not 
enough food or the right kinds of food.
