The num-
ber of priests continues to decline but the same demands
are being placed on those who remain & many people be-
lieve their priest should be available 24/7/365. Whilel was
away on vacation last week (my first since last September)
| received 5 phone calls from the hospital or parishioners
requesting “last rites” ( more on that topic next week).
With the evolution of the church with fewer priests, comes
therealization that therole of the priest has changed. Be-
fore the pastor was expected to do everything & he had 2-
3 associatesto help out. Now most parishes have multiple
sites, one priest who isthe pastor or a sacramental minis-
ter (meaning that thereis a pastoral administrator who is
in charge & the priest supplies the sacramental needs of
the parish). The priest pastoral role isto call on the gifts
of the parishionersto help with the ministry that needs to
be done in the parish. | remember when | was doing a
Holyday of Obligation Mass at another parish, | had to
celebrate the Mass, do the readings, be the altar server &
distribute Holy Communion, | did everything but take up
the collection. Someone leaving the Mass said that he en-
joy that Mass the most because the PRIEST DID EVERY -
THING. | stated that was what was wrong with that cele-
bration. A little noted passage in Matthew’s Gospd, after
Jesus has given Peter the power “to bind & to loose’, is
Jesus gave to His disciples the same power “to bind & to
loose”! The pastor today isto be the conductor of the par-
ish, orchestrating the ministry done in the parish. Be-
cause of our Baptism, we all have a role to play in the
building of the church, the running of the parish. A few
years ago when we had listening sessions during the sea-
son of Lent, Pat Welch gave a history of the parish.
There was not always a priest here. When the priest ar-
rived confessions were heard, Mass was celebrated but
when the priest left, the work of the church continued. It
is becoming increasingly important for parishioners to
step forward, especially on Stewardship Fair weekend
(Sept. 12 & 13) to volunteer to assist in the work of the
priesthood of all believers. That would be a great help to
me & would make “The Year of the Priest” really mean
something.
