 ALCOHOLISM: A CHRISTIAN PERSPECTIVE  
By Regina M Ryan 

The first article from this book—Healing Family Hurts—appeared 
in the January 17th issue of our bulletin. This is chapter 2 of the 
same book. 
We have come a long way in overcoming some of the ill-founded 
prejudices that were common during the life of Christ. We would 
laugh at the suggestion that a leper is an immoral person who has 
been physically punished by God. In this age of medicine would a 
Christian condemn a person because he/she is afflicted with a dis-
ease?  
What about alcoholics? Alcoholics suffer from disease which was 
formally recognized by the American Medical Association in 1956. 
Alcoholics who are not treated do die. Each year many become 
victims of cirrhosis, heart disease, cancer, accidents, violent crime 
and suicide because of alcohol addiction. Many fear the stigma so 
do not seek treatment. 
No one knows for sure how one acquires this disease. Some find-
ings suggest that genetic factors are involved as there is a higher 
rate of alcoholism among relative of alcoholics than in the general 
population. Medical research has shown that the alcoholic is suffer-
ing from a disease, not a moral problem. If a moral problem does 
exist, it must rest with community that creates or tolerates an at-
mosphere that prevents alcoholics and their families from seeking 
help. 
Alcoholism is a disease that affects the whole family. As the dis-
ease progresses, the alcoholic becomes more and more detached 
from anything and anyone who stands in the way of drinking. The 
alcoholic may loose his/her spouse, house and/or job.  
Each family member reacts to the disease. Someone, usually the 
spouse, assumes the role of the “Enabler”. The Enablers take on all 
the financial responsibilities, try to protect the alcoholic, and keep 
the family together. Very often they blame themselves for the 
spouse’s drinking. The Enablers work to hide true inner feelings: 
anger, guilt, pain, fear, or hurt. Children take on different roles to 
avoid pain. The feelings of anger, loneliness, inadequacy, insecu-
rity, hurt and confusion could lead to inappropriate activities to get 
attention. Moral judgments from others complicate the matter. 
There is hope in a seemingly hopeless situation.  Alcoholics Anony-
mous has saved the lives of million of alcoholics. Al-Anon Family 
Groups and Alateen were set up to help relatives and friends of al-
coholics deal with the problems in their own lives which may arise 
because of alcoholism.   
Let us pray for healing for alcoholics and their families. Let us pray 
for the Christian community—for what we have done and for what 
we have failed to do.
