Freedom:  A Creative Tension 

 
 In light of the holiday weekend I have had the opportunity to reflect 
on what it means to have civil and religious freedom as an American 
citizen and what it means to have freedom because of what Christ has 
done for us. As an American I have the freedom to give my opinion on 
a number of issues and (hopefully) to have those issues heard. I have 
the freedom of speech. I can choose to use language that is squeaky 
clean or language that would really embarrass my mother. These may 
not all be good choices but my point is that as Americans we have that 
freedom. As Christians we have the right to worship in a way that re-
members and celebrates Christ. We can assemble weekly (or daily for 
some) to celebrate Mass and not think about whether we will be perse-
cuted for doing so.  
   These freedoms tend to get lumped into the gamut of other free-
doms that we Americans have. When you think about it though, these 
freedoms are different and  there is a creative tension between the two 
that must be kept. Yes, we do have the freedom to say and do (for the 
most part under the law) what we please. However, should that hold 
true for us as Catholic Christians? Christ paid for our freedom by His 
death on a cross. Before that He preached about how we should act. He 
called us to a different standard, to love and serve our neighbor. As dis-
ciples, we are called to be imitators of Christ by serving the poor, act-
ing with humility, and setting a positive example for all those we en-
counter on a daily basis.  
 Even though we have the freedoms that are currently penned into 
our Constitution, we can take some of those too far (freedom of speech 
for example and using every single swear word we can think of to form 
a sentence in the presence of children). We need to view our freedom as 
Americans through the lens of freedom that Christ gave us and act in a 
way that reflects who Christ was and is. I know that over the course of 
this weekend and coming weeks I will be looking deep within myself to 
see where I need to raise the bar and live a life that is more expressive 
of the freedom that I have in Christ and how I use my civil freedoms to 
express that. I hope this challenges many others to do the same. So, 
Happy Independence Day! But, don’t forget about our dependence on 
Jesus Christ! Thanks for reading!
