I have looked at what has 
been going well as well as what needs to be tweaked regarding youth and 
family ministry here at Immaculate Conception. In talking with Carolann

Not to say they are not doing this 
already, it is just another opportunity for them to charge their spiritual batter-
ies so as to serve the children and families better.  
 We also hope to be present more frequently during different masses. I 
apologize for not being as visible as I should and even would like. Carolann 
and I really want to know as many of (if not all) of the children, teens and 
parents as we can, to discover how we can assist and be a resource for fami-
lies.  
 We do recognize the challenge that lies before us and  we’re confident 
that the Holy Spirit will guide us. The Spirit does this through those of you 
who recognize your own need to share your gifts. We humbly ask each of 
you (everyone... teens, 30s, 40s, 50s, 60s, 70s, and 80 year olds) to consider 
how you might be able to help minister to young people and families. All 
time and talent is welcomed and needed.   No time or talent is insignificant. 
I know that in my 9 years at Immaculate Conception I have been blessed by 
the giftedness of everyone here. If you feel you can help as a teacher, aide, 
room parent, volunteer youth ministry leader, or have another gift that meets 
a need in our parish please call me (or Carolann) at 273-6121 or e-mail me at 
rrasmussen@immconch.org.
