PARISH PASTORAL COUNCIL MEETING  
Our prayer was Philippians 1:3-6,8-11 read twice, first as 
Paul addressed it to the city of Philippi, the second time it 
was read as being addressed to the city of Ithaca.  The 
council then discussed how did the meaning shift as you 
listened to this passage the second time? What sense do 
you have of a good work that God is beginning in the 
Church of Ithaca? 
 
In the area of questions & concerns from parishioners, the 
determination of who brings up the gifts at Sunday litur-
gies is based on if the family who requested the printed 
intention is at the Mass, if they are not, then the usher(s) 
will ask someone to do it. If you are interested in bringing 
up the gifts, then please inform an usher that you would be 
interested in bringing up the gifts at that Mass or any fu-
ture Mass where they need someone.  The determination 
of who has their foot washed at the Holy Thursday liturgy 
is based on the ministries & organizations in the parish.  
Parish ministries are open to all parishioners as long as 
they are the appropriate age & willing to undergo the nec-
essary training.  That is why we have the Stewardship 
Ministry Fair every year.  If a parishioner is interested in 
a particular ministry please contact the appropriate par-
ish staff member, as stated on the bulletin or contact Fr. 
Leo. 
 
The parish teams gave their reports . The Community 
Team is trying to establish a List Ser; a Face Page has 
been set up for the parish (do you want to be our friend?). 
An International Dinner connected with a special Stations 
of the Cross is being planned for Lent 2010.  The Evangeli-
zation team handed out their draft goal & objectives for 
2010. The objectives are to continue to find ways to be-
come a more welcoming parish (lanyard project; social 
hours; mentor program; greeters; welcoming banners) & 
to reach out to registered parishioners (update records; a 
community prayer for Advent & Lent; reach out to home-
bound; advertise & public relations to identify special 
events in the parish). 
We started to review the questions in “A User-Friendly 
Parish” by Judith Ann Kollar. It was pointed out th at 
there is no sign with the parish name facing Seneca Street 
so visitors trying to find the church coming down Seneca 
Street would have difficult deciding which one was Im-
maculate Conception.
