Immaculate Conception Staff Connection 
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While teaching eighth grade one year a student told me, 
“Going to Confession is boring” . If ever there was a 
challenge—that was it. The Holy Spirit came to me and 
told me thus… 
Sit quietly and make a “ list”  of the sins you commit. 
Look at this list and decide which one was giving you 
the most problem. Circle it. Then ask yourself, “Why do 
I do this?”  “What is the root of that sin?”  
This in effect will make going to Confession more effec-
tive than just a list of sins to be “ rattled”  off. 
Of course then comes the question—how often should I 
go to Confession? 
I went on to say—after confessing to a priest—and lis-
tening to the advice the priest  gives to help curb the ten-
dency to commit it—when the sin has either been less-
ened or eliminated—then it is time to go back to the 
“ list”  and circle another sin and follow the same proce-
dure. In this way there will be growth in the spiritual life. 
Otherwise we would be just going and saying the “same 
old thing”  with no focus toward improvement and 
growth. 
The reception of this sacrament is a process—the � � � � �

� � � � � � �  or sorrow for having committed that sin. This 
leads us to have a dialogue or � � � � � � � � � �  with a priest.

Father 
prays, “ God, the Father of mercies, through the death 
and resurrection of his Son has reconciled the world to 
himself and sent the Holy Spirit among us for the for-
giveness of sins; through the ministry of the church may 
God give you pardon and peace and I absolve you from 
your sins in the name of the Father and of the Son + and 
of the Holy Spirit. Amen.”
