“ THIS IS MY BODY...THIS IS MY BLOOD”  
As we celebrate the Feast of the Body & Blood of Jesus, it’ s 
important for us to reflect upon today’s feast, it’s history and 
our reception of the Eucharist. 
It was referred to originally as the Feast of Corpus Christi 
(The Body of Christ) and was celebrated on the Thursday fol-
lowing Trinity Sunday.  It was marked by the Eucharist being 
carried in procession through the streets of the city or village 
to symbolically take the presence of Christ to the places were 
people lived and worked.  The Church had discouraged peo-
ple from receiving Holy Communion by emphasizing that 
people were sinners and not worthy to receive.  Eucharist be-
came something people were to look at but not receive.  This 
has changed over the centuries and once again Eucharist is 
viewed as being the Body & Blood of Jesus which nourishes 
us and helps us realize that we are called to become what we 
eat. 
 
As the saying goes, “Familiarity breeds contempt”  and often 
our reception of Holy Communion can become routine .  We 
lose perspective of WHO we are receiving and the way we 
receive becomes sloppy. 
The ritual states that when the priest or extraordinary minister 
says, “THE BODY OF CHRIST”  the recipient THEN BOWS 
THEIR HEAD.  There should not be any kneeling, genuflect-
ing or bowing from the waist.  Why people do these things to 
the backside of another person is beyond my comprehension.  
The focus while waiting in line to receive Holy Communion 
is that I am receiving the very presence of Jesus Christ, how 
much am I aware of that?  I shouldn’ t be greeting, talking, 
shaking hands with anyone in the pew before or after I have 
received Holy Communion.  If you receive Communion in the 
hand, remember to cup your hands so that the host can be 
placed into your cupped hand; step aside and immediately 
place the host into your mouth.  The General Instruction On 
the Roman Missal states that we are to stand until the Com-
munion Meditation which talks place after everyone has re-
ceived Communion. Today’s feast is an oppor tunity to re-
flect upon the Lord’s presence in the Euchar ist ; do I  
really realize who I  am receiving  and how do I   br ing  His 
living presence into my home, place of work and commu-
nity in the following week?  Please give this some thought.

BUILDING FAITH WITH JUSTICE 
   For the Israelites, no other substance than blood could 
symbolize the solemnity of their covenant with God. The 
new covenant, based on love and sealed with Jesus’ own 
blood, would be ritualized with wine-become-blood. To up-
hold our end of the covenant we need simply to follow Je-
sus, going from the Eucharist, reaching out to the world as 
healers. 
   In the southwestern desert, Catholics gather each year 
with their bishops to celebrate the Eucharist on either side 
of a fence separating Mexico from the U.S. They pray for 
the many people—men, women and children—who will 
cross the desert looking for work and for government lead-
ers in both countries to find a solution to this crisis that will 
keep desperate people from dying in the desert. 
Reflection: How does the Eucharist call us to respond to 
the immigration crisis?
