Water Conservation
Conserving water is an act of stewardship. Water is a precious gift
that is not available to all people equally. We should seek to use only
what we need so that there would be enough for all. On average,
Americans use 80 to 100 gallons of water per day. According to a
2006 UNICEF report, 1.5 million children under five years of age
worldwide die each year due to unsafe water and lack of adequate
sanitation and hygiene. Blessed with easily accessible water, we in
the Western world often forget that water is a God-given gift, not a
convenient miracle of municipal government and indoor plumbing.
Without water, we, and the rest of God’s beloved creation, would not
have life.
Certainly, the Great Work of protecting and restoring God's sacred
waters can be challenging, frustrating and discouraging. But as peo-
ple of faith, we need to step forward with the confidence remember-
ing what Jesus told his disciples when they were discouraged: “For
mortals it is impossible, but for God al things are possi-
ble” (Matthew 19:26).
Water conservation has become an essential practice in all regions,
even in areas where water seems abundant. In addition to saving
money on your utility bill, water conservation helps prevent water
pollution in nearby lakes, rivers and local watersheds. As we move
into those hot, lazy days of summer and our need for water increases
noticeably, let me give you some tips on how we can effectively re-
duce our consumption:
When washing dishes by hand, don't let the water run while rinsing.
Fill one sink with wash water, the other one with rinse water. Use
the garbage disposal sparingly by composting vegetable food peel-
ings/waste instead. Wash your fruits'vegetables in a pan of water
instead of running water from the tap. Don't use running water to
unthaw food but defrost the food in the refrigerator for water effi-
ciency and food safety. Designating one glass for drinking water
each day or refilling a water bottle will cut down on the number of
dishesto wash. Install an instant water heater near your kitchen sink
so you don’t have to run the water while the hot journeys up through
the pipes. Shortening your shower by a minute or two and installing
a water-efficient shower-head will save you up to 150 gallons of wa-
ter per month. Turn off the water when brushing your teeth or wash-
ing your hair. Run the dish or clothes washers only when full. Left
over water from rinsing fruits/vegetables, the old water from your
pets dish before you change it for new or even the nutrient rich wa-
ter your discard when changing the fish tank can all be used to hy-
drate your indoor and out door plants. These tips are only a handful
of the thousands of ways we can cut our water consumption without
a blink of compromise and yet make a rea conscious effort to be
good stewards of the life blood of this planet, God's sacred water.
