WHAT IS A SACRAMENT? 
How many times have we remembered hearing that 
question as we were memorizing our Baltimore Cate-
chism questions and answers? (My mother even had me 
spell the answers—it paid off—I received 100% for 
knowing how to spell “ Immaculate Conception in 2nd 
grade.) 
Back to the sacraments—according to the Catechism “A 
sacrament is an outward sign instituted by Christ to give 
grace”  (#304). 
The sacraments are outward signs—there are words, 
symbols and/or actions associated with each one as it is 
distributed and received. The sacraments are signs which 
proclaim faith, express worship, show unity in the 
Church and are signs of Christ’s presence. 
The sacraments were instituted by Christ—means that 
the sacraments were formulated from the lived experi-
ence of the Church. “The Church does have its origin in 
Jesus Christ, especially in His proclamation of the King-
dom of God and the call to discipleship; and the sacra-
ments, in turn have their origin in the Church.”   
(Catechism by Richard McBrien, p. 743). We have only 
to read the Gospels to see how the sacraments come 
from the lived experiences of Jesus’  ministry. 
The sacraments give us grace. “By the grace of Christ 
we enter into a new relationship of communion with 
God, and we are transformed interiorly by the Spirit of 
Christ.”   (ibid, p. 151) In the New Testament we see 
many references to this grace. We read in the Acts of the 
Apostles, “Stephen was full of grace and power”  (Acts 
6:8).  Paul’s writings continue to help us in our apprecia-
tion of the workings of grace in our lives. 
Over the next 7 weeks we will be looking at the sacra-
ments in our lived experience. This is an opportunity for 
some summer reading and appreciation of what the sac-
raments are all about in today’s Church.  
May our summer be blessed as we take this time of re-
laxation to come closer to God and to each other…
