One hundred and thirty three years ago,  our parochial school was founded. I found this article in the parish  
historical  Souvenir of 1837  page fiveñFather Evans had long planned to  erect a parochial school that 
would be a means  of providing our  children with a catholic education. His plans materialized August 24, 
1883, for on that day the erection of the building on West Buffalo street was begun. In October in the same  
year the corner stone was laid by Rt. Rev. Bishop McQuaid. On September 8 of the following year the 
school was dedicated to by the Bishop and the school was formerly opened with Mass. Three hundred and 
twenty three children were registered . The first faculty consisted of  six sisters of St. Joseph, Sr. M. Teresa, 
Sr. M. Beatrice, Sr. Amelia, Sr. Anselm, Sr. Claudia and Sr. Pancratia. In 1885, one more sister was added to 
the faculty, Sr. Ursula who later became superintendent of the parochial schools of the Diocese of Roches-
ter.ò  
 
I found this article very important especially at this time in the history of our parish. It is time to thank God 
for the past achievements. Our beloved school has been a  source of countless blessing for so many families 
of our community, our Diocese and the universal Church. We celebrate the many years of great success with 
deep gratitude to God. We thank the founders  profoundly and pray for them.  Even in the face of such a  
difficult time, we must thank God and focus on His unfailing love. This is what the people of faith do. We 
acknowledge the pain and present it to our Lord and never allow this moment to produce the worst in us. 
Nothing can separate us from the love of God as St. Paul would say in Rom. 8:35  With the Lordôs support, 
even  when the worst happens, we will not be destroyed by it.  The most important goal of every Christian 
life is to live in an intimate fellowship with God and our sisters and brothers. Anything which might cause us 
to miss this noble goal must be put out of our lives. 
 
With the inevitable changing times and circumstances, we must think of new approaches to help our children  
grow in faith and knowledge of our Lord and the teachings of the Church. I encourage families to set a side 
time for family prayers and Scripture reading on a daily basis.  Family prayer is central  and vital to nurtur-
ing of faith of Christian families.  Sunday Eucharist is the source and summit of our Christian life.  We 
should all strive to get to Mass every Sunday and Days of obligation. Children love  and inspired when they 
see parents model the love  for the Eucharist and other Sacraments. 
 
Our parish will endeavor to strengthen the faith formation program to meet the needs of our children and 
their families. Rich,  our parish catechetical leader is committed to helping parents and our children.  Kindly 
register your children in the program and do not hesitate to talk to Rich if you need anything that might be of 
help to your children. In the meantime, the parish will continue to support families who will send their chil-
dren to the neighboring catholic schools next fall as well as supporting the Diocesan Catholic education. 
 
Let us reach out to our teachers, students, staff and their families with words of encouragement and support 
during this difficult and painful transition. The Lord is our strength. To our great supporters of our parochial 
school, thank you so much for your  love and support. May the good Lord continue to guide us all into a 
stronger future.

Calvary Cemetery (Five Mile Drive, State Route 13A) 
Many people regular visit the graves of their loved ones at Calvary Cemetery.  Calvary  
Cemetery averages 80 burials a year and has space to grow.  Financially, Calvary has  
operated with a balanced budget but as we work on the budget, the coming year looks to be a chal-
lenge to keep income ahead of expenses.  With each grave sale, we are able to set aside a portion in 
a Permanent Maintenance Account towards future care of the cemetery if it fills up.  Calvary Ceme-
tery is maintained by a full-time Cemetery Coordinator who handles burials and general mowing.

Did you  know we have two cemeteries? 

 
Mt. Olivet Cemetery (E. State St., State Route 79) 
Mt. Olivet is our original parish cemetery.  It has been full for a number of years.  There are no 
graves left to be sold there and it is rare that there is a burial there.  This means there is no income 
and with no income, Mt. Olivet has long since used up its operating reserves. 
There is no staff at Mt. Olivet.  It is mowed by a contractor a few times a year at a cost of approxi-
mately $800 per mowing.  This is paid for by Calvary Cemetery if there are sufficient funds.  Oth-
erwise, Mt. Olivet expenses are paid from our general parish funds.  In the past, cemeteries did not 
have perpetual care funds as they do now. 

 
Mount Olivet Collection 
Three years we began a collection to help pay for the mowing and some needed upkeep at Mt. 
Olivet.  You responded with generosity.  Next weekend, May 27th & 28th, we will once again take 
up this collection which will be for Mt. Olivet expenses.
