We journey together in our faith, 
united by our trust in Christõs love and mercy and the powerful intercession of the Blessed Virgin Mary. 

 óThe grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the fellowship of the Holy Spirit 
be with all of youò.  ñAnd with your spiritò. 
 
In this dialogue that we engage in every time we gather for Mass, we call each other to live in the 
image and likeness of our God.  We wish each other Godôs grace, along with a participation in the 
life of God.  Grace is a gift given to us by our God, who was made visible in Christ Jesus.  By be-
ing merciful and slow to anger, by being rich in kindness and fidelity, we make grace known to 
others.  The Holy Spirit, the life force between God and ourselves, unites us with God and with 
each other.  This ñfellowship of the Holy Spiritò that we pray for is at the same time a great gifté 
and a real challenge! 
 
Being conscious of Godôs merciful, gracious, kind and faithful nature calls us to be a grateful peo-
ple.  We express that gratitude by showing mercy to anyone who wrongs us.  We are called to be 
kind to those who hurt us.  We are challenged to be gracious when someone ignores us or takes us 
for granted. 
 
Gratitude is perhaps best expressed by being ñslow to angerò rather than being ñquick-temperedò.  
However, the fact of the matter is that living this kind of gratitude can be very challenging, canôt it?  
When I do not give in to the call to live a life of gratitude, I inhibit ñfellowship with the Holy Spir-
itò as well as ñfellowship with othersò.  The Solemnity that we celebrate this weekendé the Most 
Holy Trinityé reminds us that our one God is a community of three persons.  We do not quite un-
derstand that, even those of us taught this doctrine by the Sisters long ago (I was told it is ñone of 
the mysteries of our faith!ò)  Nevertheless, we do accept it as a tenet of our faith and acknowledge 
that being created in the image and likeness of our Godé who is a community of three personsé 
calls us to build community as well! 

 
Therefore, our homework for this week is simply this: 
 
Seek to give glory to the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit by becoming more aware of Godôs grace 
within us.  We make Godôs grace apparent to others when we become more merciful, more gra-
cious, more kind, and more faithful!  And in doing this dear friendsé the ñfellowship of the Ho-
ly Spiritò will be made known to all we meet this week! 
 
Let us prayé  O Most Holy Trinityé thank you for dwelling within us through the gift of the Holy 
Spirité  Fill us with Your grace so that we can be more merciful, kind, and gracious each and eve-
ry day.  Amen!
