Lost and Found Items 

Divine Mercy Sunday was officially instituted in the year 
2000 by St. John Paul the second. It is celebrated on this 
Sunday as was requested by Jesus through a private  
revelation to St. Faustina. 
 

The first part of the gospel for this Sunday, the Risen 
Lord gives his disciples the Spirit that empowers them to 
overcome the forces of evil and to forgive sins. It is 
through the Church that we have the opportunity to en-
counter the merciful and forgiving Lord in the Sacrament 
of reconciliation. This means that sin has no power to 
enslave if we turn to the Risen in this Sacrament . 
Through the unmerited Divine Mercy we conquer the 
power of sin and evil in our lives. 
 

The first reading states that there is something unique 
and inspiring about of the life of the Christian communi-
ty, born of faith in the Risen Lord. It is a community of 
people leading a completely new kind of life that testifies 
that Jesus is really alive and has sent his Spirit into the 
world. 
 

Is the life  our faith community inspired  by the Risen 
Lord? Is the Risen Lord at the Centre of our faith com-
munity? Are we united in mind and heart in the Spirit of 
the Risen Lord?  Are the number of those who come to 
believe in Christ  increasing steadily?  We thank the Lord 
that this year we have a good number join the Church in 
our parish this Easter. 

Pope Leo XIV has proclaimed a special year of St. Francis 
from January 10, 2026 through January 10, 2027 to mark the 
800th anniversary of the Saint’s death. This Jubilee invites 
Catholics to deepen their Faith  through prayer, pilgrimage, 
and acts of charity with a focus on peace, simplicity, and care 
for creation. 
 

On Thursday, April 23rd we will be hosting Fr. Brendan 
from the Franciscan Order, who will preach about St.  
Francis at the daily noon Mass, and will follow up with a 
presentation and discussion afterwards in the Parish Hall.  
Everyone is invited to join us as we learn more about the 
Saint and how we can participate in this special Jubilee. More 
information will follow soon.
